Northern Virginia Oral Health Services Coalition Mission Statement 

Our mission is to build a high-quality, accessible, and outcome-driven oral health services delivery system to support the needs of low-income, uninsured and  underinsured individuals in Northern Virginia, referred to as the “safety net population”.  Areas served include the jurisdictions of Arlington, Fairfax, Loudoun, and Prince William and the cities of Alexandria, Fairfax City, Falls Church, Manassas and Manassas Park.  

The Oral Health Services Coalition:

· Serves as a planning body for facilitating access to oral health services

· Provides a forum for public, private, nonprofit and for-profit providers to collaborate and problem-solve regarding major issues in developing and expanding oral health services

· Increases public awareness of the importance of oral health as a component of overall wellbeing.

· Supports sharing of resources (data, physical and human) ideas, and knowledge to expand availability and access to oral health services.

· Supports development of an integrated system of oral, physical and behavioral health, when and where opportunities exist.

· Identifies funding opportunities to support expansion and integration of oral health services 

· Stimulates the creation of a coordinated oral health service delivery system across all jurisdictions in Northern Virginia.

Membership:

The coalition will be composed of organizations or individuals who provide and/or are interested in providing oral health services to the safety net populations.  Members may designate an alternate to serve in their absence as necessary.

Meetings:

The coalition shall meet quarterly (March, June, September and December).  The coalition will determine the hour, date, and location for regular meetings. 

Officers: 

The coalition shall elect from among its members a chairperson, co-chairperson and secretary for one year terms.

Committee Work:

As needed, the Chair may appoint an ad-hoc committee from the membership to further the efforts of the coalition.
